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1.6. History

Thomas P. Rosandich, Ph.D., President and Chief Executive Officer, founded the United States Sports
Academy in 972. The eveincreasing needs and demands of sports and society in America indicated a need
for an organization to serve as a resource to provide instruction, research, and service to the world of sport.
This need was brought into stark relief by two k&gnts at that time. The first of these was the publishing of
the landmark Blythéueller Report that demonstrated the correlation between the professional preparation of
coaches and the number and severity of injuries to their athletes. In a wordggnt@aches hurt their

athletes. Concurrently, the splar performance of the 1972 U.S. Olympic Team in Munich highlighted this
need for a new approach to the profession. Combtheg became the impetus that launched the formation of
the Academy.

From its inception, the Academy has focused on developing-spedific courses, employing a combination
of educational delivery modes. These include traditionadaonpus course work, a uniqgue mentorship
program, continuing education, and distance learning.

Duri ng the Academyébés formative years, the National
(NACDA) provided a forum for the exchange of ideas as a means of addressing the void in sports education,
particularly in coaching, sports management, andispeedicine (specifically, athletic trainers). This body

gave rise to the Academyobs first Board of Advi sor s
to advise and evaluate the efforts of the institution in its mission.

Encouraged to gforward, Dr. Rosandich worked with a small group of professionals with expertise relevant
to the formation of what has become the United States Sports Academy. Together they developed the initial
mission statement, goals, curriculum, and academic pro¢maaddition to Dr. Rosandich, who was

experienced in international coaching and administration, this group consisted of Mr. Robert Block, media
specialist; Mr. Charles Cape, attorney; Mr. Gerald Hock, accountant; and Dr. George Uhlig, educator. This
body kecame the first Board of Directors, now known as the Board of Trustees.

In 1976, the Academy relocated from Wisconsin and became affiliated with the University of South Alabama.
This affiliation continued until the early 80s when the Academy simply ewtgine ability of the University

to comfortably accommodate the institution. Also in 1976, the Academy secured its first major international
agreement to deliver educational and training programs in the State of Bahrain, a small nation in the Middle
East.The Academy developed the Bahrain Sport Institute, which was modeled after the Academy and through
which the Academy provided the fidharge development of their national sports effort. The Academy

continues to work in the Middle East to this day. Iniaald to this effort, the Academy worked to develop

service programs locally, nationally, and internationally. Since it was founded, the Academy has extended its
educational and cultural exchange programs to some 65 nations around the world.

Oneofthekgs t o the Academyds ability to deliver its i
Academyods National Faculty. This group numbers sor
sports, who speciali ze i 1ofooncentration: Sparts @acbifig, Spdite A c a d €
Management, Sports Studies, and Splithess Management. These rresident faculty members are also
valuable in the Academyds mentorship program, whic
experience with renowned experts in their discipline of study.

The Academy became a candidate for membership in the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools
Commission on Colleges (SACSCOC) in 1981. In 1983, the Academy received accreditation th@ward t
Master of Sports Science degree (Level Ill), making it the first and only graduate school dedicated solely to
studies in sports. The Academy was admitted to candidacy for accreditation to confer the Doctor of Education
degree (Level V) in 1991 and reeed accreditation in 1996 for its doctoral program and approval for its
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distance learning delivery system. The Academy went through the Substantive Change process one more time
when its Bachelor of Sport Science degree program was reviewed and accne2it@fl.i Since it was first
accredited, the Acadentasmaintained its accreditation in good standing having gone through the

reaffirmation process ever since with its last decennial review in 2008.

Because art has traditionally been a feature of thenlys in both the ancient and modern games, it was

fitting thatthe Academy also combinegorts and art in keeping with this tradition. In 1984, Dr. Rosandich
introduced a program entitled, AThe Ac adtehnyebtse ,Abwa r
which recognizes outstanding performances and contributions to the world of sports by national and
international sports leaders, coaches, administrators, athletes, and artists. Thi®pabewent gained
momentumvhen the Academy purckad a pemanent campus in 1986h& artistic lines and baty of the

main building servetb inspire the establishment of the American Sport Art Museum and Archives

(ASAMA). This division of the Academy is dedicated to preserving sport art and sport art forpostienity.

The archives currently include both printed and electronic sports information, which can be accessed by the
Academyds students and the gener al public. The art
artists.

The Academy providefirther service to the sports world through its many publications, both in traditional
print andonlinedelivery. The Academis a full-color print publication with a serginnual circulation of some
10,000. Thesport UpdateandAlumni Networlare also peddic publications distributed bynaail to selected
constituencies around the globe. Additionally the Academy publishesliaerefereed journal entitledhe
Sport Journalwhich is free to the profession and which has an extensive readership. The Apad&ny
regularly to a blog entitled tHeport Digesfeaturing current issues and topics in the profession. All of these
publications are designed to provide sports administrators and practitioners with current information on a
variety of topics of interésn the profession.

A student who has graduated from a recognized,
nonaccredited institution may apply for the doctoregjcee program only as a conditional student.

3.2. Issuance of a Certificate of Eligibility (Forr20)

While an international student can complete the entire degree online, without having to travel to the United
States, those students seeking residestiidy must submihe following to Student Services for issuance of
a Certificate of Eligibility (Form 420), which is issued to accepted degseeking students only:

1. Documentary evidence, in the form of a letter from a bank, a sponsoring govergemy, &
sponsoring company, or acceptable tigedty source, stating the amount of financial resources
available and/or the amount guaranteed to be provided for transportation and normal living expenses
for the period of time to be spent in the Unitedt&s; and

2. Payment of the $200 SEVIS fee for Aimmmigrant students and visitor exchange. Visit
www.fmjfee.com for information. The SEVIS fee is a U.S. government assessment to defray the cost
of a background check for entry into the United States.

3. Intermational students who intend to pursue degrees entirely by distance learning may pay tuition on a
courseby course basis. In this instance, the financial capability documentation will not be required.

The Certificate of Eligibility (Form-R0) is issued fioa 36month period for doctoral students. International
students who have been enrolled on atfole basis with a satisfactory grade point average for a period of
one year will be eligible to have thei20 forms renewed for a subsequéBimonth perid. International
students studying in their own countries do not need to apply fle2@n

3.3. International StudentsEmployment

International students at the United States Sports Academy who are dnvagarare not allowed to work off
campus.

A student who is unable to resolve the differences in an informal manner with the instructor must file
a written appeal with the Chief Academic Officer within 1%eaalar days following assignment of
the disputed grade. All appeals will be date stamped and logged in on the date received.

Step 3
The Chief Academic Officer will refer the request to the Appeals Subcommittee of the Academic
Committee which shall be a pelrcomprised of faculty memberBhe faculty member whose grade is
being challenged cannot serve on the Appeals Subcommittee. When the Subcommittee convenes, it
will keep minutes of the proceedings and record the outcome of their deliberations.

In orderfor an appeal to be upheld, the Subcommittee must render a unanimous decision within 15
days from the date that the appeal is received in the Office of Academic Affairs. The Chief Academic
Officer or designee shall inform the student filing the appeafaitidty member involved and the
Academy Administration of the decision This notice shall be put in writing.

Step 4
In the event that the Appeals Subcommittee cannot reashramouglecision, it vill be referred to
the AcademicCommittee for final diposition. The Academic Committee must render its decision
within 15 days from the date that it was referred to the Academic Committee from the Appeals
Subcommittee.

Students attending the Academy arespted as responsible adults working with faculty colleagues in pursuit

of knowledge. Since freedom must be balanced by individual responsibility and respect for the rights,
responsibilities and freedom of others, students are held accountable for thdeasions and actions. The

Academy considers unacceptable behavior to be actions that jeopardize the rights and freedom of others or
adversely affect the integrity of the Academy. The Academy prohibits threats of physical harm to any member
oftheinstitt i on community, including oneds self. Such ac
probation to expulsion.

The Academy reserves the right to deny admission or continued attendance to a student whose actions are
contrary to the policies and procedsid the Academy. As an independent institution, the Academy

explicitly reserves the right to judge whether it is in the best interest of the institution that a student be allowed
to continue affiliation and may, for reasons deemed sufficient by the Agdtati, discontinue affiliation.

By registering, the student concedes to the Academy the right to require withdrawal whenever the Academy
deems withdrawal necessary. The provisions of this catalog do not constitute a contract, expressed or implied,
between any applicant, student or faculty member, and the Academy. The catalog reflects the general nature
of and conditions concerning the educational services of the Academy effective at the time of preparation.

In the event that an offense is serious endagharrant discifpnary action, the followingsteps will be taken
to ensure that all due process requirements are met:

1. TheChief Academic Officewill notify the student in writing of the specific infraction. The
notification will include the nature dhe infraction and the policy or rule violated. The notice will
state the date, time and place of a hearing on the charges and the option for the student to waive the
right of a hearing and have an informal conference witlCthief Academic Officepr deggnee for
disposition of the matter.

2. The student may waive, in writing, the right to a hearing and may have an informal conference with
the Chief Academic Officefor disposition of the matter. Once waived, the outcome of the informal
conference will beibding on all parties concerned.

3. Normally, seven to 10 days will be given for the student to prepare for the hearing, depending on the
seriousness of the offense. When necessary, the student may attend the hearing by electronic means
where he or she capeak and be heard. In all cases, all validated documentation to be considered by
the committee must be available at the Academy at least two working days prior to the hearing.

4. The hearing will be held before the platform subcommittee of the Academics i@eenrAlthough

the hearing is not intended to be an adversarial forum, the student may have an attorney present who
may advise the student but not directly address the hearing panel. The principles of privilege against
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seltincrimination do not apply. T&imony given by a student in a school disciplinary hearing can
later be used in legal proceedings.

T@&ief Academic Officewill review the recommendation of
the panel and render a decision within five working days. That decision can be to ratify the decision
and recommendation of the panel or to require aheawing, vinichwould be conducted by the
Academic Committee of the Whole. The student will be notified in writing of this decision. The
process for a hearing will be repeated in cases for which the Academic Committee of the Whole
reviews the recommendation.

7. TheChief Academic Officemwill notify the student of the final disposition of the matter within five
working days of rendering a final decision.

The person observing a threat or being threatened by a student is to complete the Student Code of Conduct
Complaint Form and send it to the Dean of Student Services. This will initiate the Student Conduct Inquiry
regarding the student who is chedgwith exhibiting threatening behavior. Within 24 hours, the Dean of
Student Services (or designee) will email the person who submitted the form to confirm that the form has
been received. The Dean of Student Services will communicate the progresseéstigation within five
calendar days to the person who was the object of the threat.

The Student Disciplinary Procedures shall govern all proceedings involving such complaints. The Dean of
Student Services may suspend the student for an interim peidodo the resolution of the disciplinary

proceeding if the Dean determines that the continued presence of the student poses a threat to any individual,
property, or Academy function. Sanctions, as appropriate, may be imposed in accordance witketie Stud

Code of Conduct, up to and including suspension or expulsion from the Academy.

The Dean of Student Services may utilize a Student Behavior Assessment Committee to assist in determining
whether the student can remain on campus or whether other agi@adgsciplinary actions should be taken.

The Student Behavior Assessment Committee is an advisory committee that shall include representatives
from Student Services, Academics, Administration, and other ad hoc members and consultants as deemed
necessarpy the Dean of Student Services on a dasease basis.

8.52 Student Petitions Not Related to Grades

Students seeking redress for an issue not related to grade appeals but concerning conduct thaatmay arise
with the institution, its employees, or fellow students, should first attempt to do so on an informal basis.

The subcommittee shall investigate the petition to ascertain all the facts in the
matter and make a recommendation toGheef Academic Officewithin 15 days of receipt of the
petition by the submmmittee.

3. TheChief Academic Officeshall have the final right aiccepting or rejecting the suto mmi t t ee 6 s
recommendation. Students shall then be informed in writing of the final decision madedbyehe
Academic Officemithin 5 business days of rapeof the recommendation from the subcommittee.

In Alabama dating violence is addressed under the laws of domestic violence.

In Alabama,a person who intentionally and repeatedly follows or harasses another person and who makes a
threat, either expressed or ingali with the intent to place that person in reasonable fear of death or serious
bodily harm is guilty of the crime of stalking in the first degree.

A person who, acting with an improper purpose, intentionally and repeatedly follows, harasses, telephones,
initiates communication, verbally, electronically, or otherwise, with another person, any member of the other
person's immediate family, or any third party with whom the other person is acquainted, and causes material
harm to the mental or emotional hbaof the other person, or causes such person to reasonably fear that his or
her employment, business, or career is threatened, and the perpetrator was previously informed to cease that
conduct is guilty of the crime of stalking in the second degree.

A person who violates the provisionsg&if3A-6-90(a) and whose conduct in doing so also violates any court
order or injunction is guilty of the crime of aggravated stalking in the first degree.

A person who violates the provisions8if3A-6-90.1 and whose cmluct in doing so also violates any court
order or injunction is guilty of the crime of aggravated stalking in the second degree.

Constitutionally
protected conduct is not included within the definition of this term.

A student may appeal a grade following the process outlined below:

Step 1
The student must communicate with the instructor in question and attempt to resolve anycdgferen
in an informal manner at that level. If this processuiscessfulthere will be no need to proceed to
any further steps and the faculty member shall communicate the grade change to the Registrar in
accordance with the wording found in Section 2201.1
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Step 2
A student who is unable to resolve the differences in an informal manner with the instructor must file
a written appeal with the Chief Academic Officer within 15 calendar days following assignment of
the disputed grade. All appeals will be dsitmped and logged in on the date received.

Step 3
The Chief Academic Officer will refer the request to the Appeals Subcommittee of the Academic
Committee which shall be a panel comprised of faculty membkesfaculty member whose grade is
being challeged cannot serve on the Appeals Subcommittee. When the Subcommittee convenes, it
will keep minutes of the proceedings and record the outcome of their deliberations.

In order for an appeal to be upheld, the Subcommittee must render a unanimous detisidrbwi

days from the date that the appeal is received in the Office of Academic Affairs. The Chief Academic
Officer or designee shall inform the student filing the appeal, the faculty member involved and the
Academy Administration of the decision Thistine shall be put in writing.

Step 4
In the event that the Appeals Subcommittee cannot reashramouglecision, it vill be referred to
the AcademicCommittee for final disposition.

4. The hearing will le held before the platform subcommittee of the Academics Committee. Although
the hearing is not intended to be an adversarial forum, the student may have an attorney present who
may advise the student but not directly address the hearing panel. Thegsiotiprivilege against
selfincrimination do not apply. Testimony given by a student in a school disciplinary hearing can
later be used in legal proceedings.

5. The Academy recognizes and processes student misconduct using "Preponderance of Evidence."
Premnderance of evidence means that this evidence as a whole shows that the fact sought to be
proved is more probable than not. This is the standard used in adjudicating all disciplinary cases
within Academy policy.

6. The panel will provide a recommendatiortiie Chief Academic Officewithin five working days
from the conclusion of the hearing. T@hief Academic Officewill review the recommendation of
the panel and render a decision within five working days. That decision can be to ratify the decision
andrecommendation of the panel or to require a new hearing which would be conducted by the
Academic Committee of the Whole. The student will be notified in writing of this decision. The
process for a hearing will be repeated in cases for which the Academimi€ee of the Whole
reviews the recommendation.

7. TheChief Academic Officewill notify the student of the final disposition of the matter within five
working days of rendering a final decision.

Within 24 hours, the Dean of
Student Services (or designee) will email the person who submitted the form to confirm that the form has
been received. The Dean of Student Services will communicate thegsad the investigation within five
calendar days to the person who was the object of the threat.

The Student Disciplinary Procedures shall govern all proceedings involving such complaints. The Dean of
Student Services may suspend the student fortarinmperiod prior to the resolution of the disciplinary
proceeding if the Dean determines that the continued presence of the student poses a threat to any individual,
property, or Academy function.

Using unauthorized text materials and or
disseminating them to others is also considered cheating.

The penalty for violations against academic integrity could result in failure on a paper, or in a class, or could
result in dismissal from the Academy. Students, however, are afforded, the dglet mfocess. In this

regard, a student who has been sanctioned for violating academic policy may petition for an Academic
Hearing.

The Academic Hearing Committee consists of three members. The Chief Academic Officer appoints three
members from the fadyl or administrative staff to serve on the committee. The Chief Academic Officer also
designates the chairperson to conduct the proceedi
Academic Hearing Committee must be unbiased and must nohhewdirect involvement in the case prior to

the hearing.

Parties to the hearing are notified in writing of the hearing date, time, location, and procedures at least seven
working days before the hearing.

Hearing procedures include the following:

1. A written or electronic record of the proceedings is maintained. The hearing is closed and members
of the committee will take reasonable precautions to ensure that the proceedings remain confidential,
unless disclosure is required by law.

Hearing deliberations are to proceed as follows:
a. The chairgrson reads the charges or complaint to the Commiittee.
b. The Academy will present its case and may call witnesses, if desired.
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
